Permit is issued under authority of New Hampshire RSA 160-B:10 and 160-C:6.  The operator / applicant must agree to the following:

1. The town of Mont Vernon is to be held harmless in the event of any property damage or personal injury occurring as a result of the display.

2. Display is to be held a minimum of 50 feet and up to 75 feet (depending on display) from any building, spectators, wood line/field, and overhead utilities that would cause obstruction or hazard.

3. Display shall be conducted in a manner such as not to endanger any person or persons; Display not be a hazard to any property.  All fireworks are to be stored in a safe manner as to protect life and property.

4. This permit, in its whole, is not transferable. Applicant is responsible for knowing and complying with the Town of Mont Vernon Fireworks Ordinance.
5. This permit may be revoked immediately upon the direction of any fire department or police department official, due to any potential or actual hazardous or dangerous condition or act.

6. Fireworks will not be displayed on a Fire Classification Day of Class 4, Class 5, or any Red Flag Warning Day, or with high winds.
